FORMING ADVERBS FROM ADJECTIVES:

In a large number of the
cases, the adverb can be
formed by simply adding ‘-
ly’ to the adjective.

If the adjective ends in
with ‘y’, replace the 'y’ with
an ‘i’ and add ‘-ly'.

If the adjective ends with ‘-
le’, replace the ‘e’ at the end
with ‘y’.

If the adjective ends with
“-ic’, add "-ally’.
